Remote Control

Method for Installation of Remote Control
Battery

Remove the battery compartment cover and insert
two AAA (No. 7, 1.5V) batteries; make sure the polarity
of the batteries is in compliance with the polarity mark
"+" and "-" in the battery compartment of the remote
control.

Precautions for Using Remote Control:

® Do not place objects between the remote control
and the remote control sensor window.

® Strong lighting affects the remote control sensor
window, please adjust the angle of lighting or the
product, or operate the remote control near the
remote control sensor window.

® Do not expose the battery to overheating
environments such as sunlight or fire, or charge,
heat or incinerate, mechanically crush or cut the
battery, as this may cause an explosion.

® Do not place the battery in an environment with
extremely high temperature or extremely low air
pressure that may cause the battery to explode or
leak flammable liquids or gases.

Basic Operations

Remark:

1. The keys operation here refers to remote control
operation, as for panel control keys operation,
please refer to "Panel Control Keys".

2. Menu Operation Instruction in this manual
explains the operation under TV mode, which
could also be the reference to other modes.

3. Before powering on platform, please make sure
that the power supply is stable.

4. The software of different countries is different.
The specific software operation should be
subject to the actual situation.

5. Because the product is constantly updated, the
software is upgraded at any time, if the software
operation is different from the actual operation,
please refer to the actual product.

Turning on/Standby

Plug power cord into the electrical socket, then
press [(D] key to turn on the TV. When it is the first
time to turn on the TV, the initialization settings
interface appears, please set it as needed.

Note: If it is the first time to start up, the software of
corresponding standard is displayed after the country
is selected.

In power on state, press [(1)] key to switch to
standby mode.

Channel Scanning

Before scanning, please make sure that the
antenna has been connected properly.

Select the TV signal source. Press [ 2] key, select
€3 > Channels & Inputs > Channels, and press [OK]
key to enter, then operate as needed.

Quick Start

Language input setting

In the smart mode, select the system language.
Press [#%] key, and select €3 > System > Language,
and press [OK] key. Press [A]/[¥] key to select the
desired language, and then press [OK] key.

Setting System Time

In the smart mode, press [ ] key, and select 3 >
System > Date & Time > Automatic date & time,
then select Use network-provided time. You can also
set the system time manually.

Network Settings

In smart mode, press [ %] key, select €3 > Network
& Internet > Wi-FI/ETHERNET, and press [OK] key to
enter, then set as needed.

Note: Before using a wired network, connect one
end of the network cable to the local network interface
and the other end to the router.

Wake On Network

It allows remote systems to wake up the sleeping
TV by sending a frame of a specific format which the
client anticipates. (It is available when network is
connected.)

Note: The network wake up operation varies
according to the software version.

Press [{8 ] key, and select €3 > System > Power &
Energy > Energy Modes > Optimized energy mode,
and press [OK] key to turn on networked standby.

Pairing the Devices

In smart mode, press [ 2] key, and select 3 >
Remotes & Accessories, then press [OK] key to
enter. Select Pair accessory, and press [OK] key,
then follow the prompt to connect.

Note: Select {83 > System > About > Device
name, and you can check the TV name.

Troubleshooting

m Snowflake spots occur in the TV images and
there is noise in accompanying sound.
1. Check if the antenna plug is loose or the cable is
in good condition.
2. Check the antenna type (VHF/UHF).
3. Adjust the direction and position of the antenna.
4. Try to use signal enhancer.
® There is neither display nor sound on the screen.
The indication light is not on.
Check if the power line is connected.
m Dotted line or strip disturbance occurs in TV
images.
Do not use electric hair dryer aside the TV set and
adjust the antenna direction to reduce disturbance.
®m Double images occur on the TV screen.
1. Use high oriented antenna.
2. Adjust the direction of the antenna.
® The TV has no accompanying sound.
1. Adjust the volume to a proper degree.
2. Press [{x] key on the remote control to cancel
mute mode.
m No signal input images show on the machine
screen. The indicator light is blinking.
1. Check if the signal connecting cable is loose or
falls off. Reconnect it.
2. The machine may be in standby mode, please
reboot.
® The remote control distance is short or out of
control.
1. Remove the object to avoid blocking the remote
control receiving window.
2. Replace the battery.
® The browser cannot access any link.
1. Ask the network administrator to obtain available
IP address and other parameters.
2. Check if the network connecting cable is normally
connected.
3. Consult the network service provider.



® Online video play is very slow.

Base Installation Instructions

Put the machine flat first, distinguish left and right
base and base installation front and back direction,
then install the bases in the bottom of the machine
back cover as arrow direction in figure. Align screw
holes, then fasten screws (notice that base module
has to be adjusted at figure status, otherwise it cannot
be installed in.)
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Remark: The actual base and machine appearance
may be different from pictures; please refer to the
actual device.
